Tournament Descriptions 

 
ABCD Tournaments are teams created using players from all 

flight levels. A variety of game formats are used. Magic Putts 

are included in the game. $1 is collected at each tournament and 

players receive an added treat. 

The tournaments and descriptions are listed below: 

Individual tournaments 

Friendly Fours- Only the par 4’s count (net scores). 

CPR- Combo, Purple & Red is a low Gross and low Net 

tournament played in flights designated by default tees. 

Front 9 – ½ handicap used for low net scores. 

Low Net plus Putts – Low Net 18 holes score and add all the putts 

for a total score. 

Low Gross & Low Net by Handicap Index. Flights by Handicap 

Index. 

Beat the Pros – Pros play a round from the blue tees. The Pros 

post a gross score. Our players post a net score. If your net 

score beats the Pros gross score, you win. 

Club Championship- 3 day/3 round tournament total all three 

rounds. Overall low gross and Overall low net are Club 

Champions. 

Best 9 – Any 9 holes – Player chooses any 9 holes for a total for 

the round. 

Win or Whine – 18 holes low net score plus your handicap equals 

72 or less WINS. 



 All Par 3’s & All Par 5’s plus hole #9. Count net score on all par 

3’s plus the net score of all par 5’s and add net of hole #9, for a 

total of 9 holes. 

Flag Tournament – Played nearest to 4th of July. Add course 

handicap to the Par (72). When you reach that score – plant 

your flag. Players who plant their flag the furthest wins. Play is 

by 4somes and tee times. 

Stableford Points can be individual game or Partners 1BB. 

Stableford points assigned to the low net score as follows: 1 pt 

Bogie, 2 pts Par, 3 pts Birdie, 4 pts Eagle. Total highest score 

wins. 

Best 9 of 18 – Front or Back. Player may choose the front nine or 

back nine for their 9 hole score. 

Pro Picks 9 – Players play full 18 holes. The Pros pick 9 holes to 

be use for the 9 holes. Circle scores for holes posted at the end 

of round. 

 President’s Cup- 3 Day Eclectic -Low Gross & Low Net 

Tournament. Best score on each hole used over the 3 days for 

lowest gross score and lowest net score. 

Individual Low Net /show-up 4some. Players arrive at check-in 

and form 4somes on their own. Use course scorecard. 

Partners 

Chapman – Both players tee off on every hole. 2nd Shot, Partner 

“A” hits Partner “B’s” drive and Partner “B” hits Partner “A’s” 

drive. Select best of the 2 shots to finish the hole with 1 

alternating shots until the selected ball is holed out. Must use the 

selected golf ball. 

Trilogy – Major Tournament played in three rounds Tuesday, 

Friday, and Tuesday. Day #1 -Partners select one Best Ball each 

hole for the total round. Day #2- Partners play Chapman. Day 



#3 – Partners play Scramble. The scores from the three days are 

added together as a Total Score. 

Partner Scramble- Standard Scramble format. Both players tee 

off. Select a drive and both players hit the next shot from that 

spot. Repeat until holed. 

Partners Eclectic- 1Best Ball (Net) - 2 day tournament. Each hole 

maybe improved from Round #1 with a better score in Round #2. 

Lowest 18 hole total wins. 

Partner 1BB Even & 2BB Odd or opposite 2BB Even & 1 BB Odd 

as designated. All even holes are scored with 1 BB and all odd 

holes are scored with 2 BB. 

Solheim Cup- 2 day tournament. Partners play formats as 

follows: Holes 1-6 choose 1 BB, Holes 7-12 Scotch / Alternate 

Shots and Holes 13-18 Scramble. Add Day #1 score with Day #2. 

4some Teams 

1BB Gross & 1BB Net not the same ball – one gross best ball and 

one net best ball are added together for the team score for the 

each hole. The two best balls cannot be the same ball. 

1BB, 2BB, 3BB (Net Scores) played in rotation. Hole #1, 1BB, 

Hole #2, 2BB, Hole #3 3BB. Repeat rotation for 18 holes. 

Powerball Shamble – standard Shamble format except each 

player is assign a designated hole as the powerball driver. The 

assigned player is the drive that can be used on that hole. 

5-4-3 -1Best Ball par5’s, 2Best Balls par 4’s, 3Best Balls par 3’s. 

Team Scramble- standard Scramble format. All players tee off. 

Select a drive and all players hit the next shot from that spot. 

Repeat until holed. 

Texas Scramble- Scramble format with 5 players. Everyone hits 

first drive. Each time a Shot is selected, that player does not hit 



next shot. Continue the same format into the hole. 4 shots are 

hit there on out. Player who putts in does not hit next drive. 

6-6-6 1BB Each pair. Partners rotate each 6 holes. Rotation is 

marked on scorecard. 

Match Play – All players divided into 2 teams designated by colors 

chosen by tournament.  2 players 1BB from one team vs 2 

players 1BB from second team on each hole. Winner of hole 

earns 1 pt. Ties earn ½ pt each team. Team with most points 

earns 1 point for team or ½ for tie. 

Rudy Sez- Fun Day Holiday Tournament with different formats on 

each hole. 

1BB, 2BB, Xcept 18 3BB – 1 Best ball on holes 1-9, 2 Best Balls 

on holes 10-17 and 3Best balls on hole #18.
